Jay Cook State Park Route to Grand Marais

Note: Another route if traveling north from the Twin Cities*. It adds 4 miles to your overall
trip to Grand Marais and could bypass some of the potential traffic jams on 1-35.

Y 1-35 North to the Highway 210 Carlton exit (Exit #235)

ﬁ East on Highway 210 for 9 miles, through Jay Cook State Park
(It's a slow, but beautiful ride.)

ﬁ Highway 210 turns into Highway 23

ﬁ Follow Highway 23 for 9 miles through Fond du Lac, Gary-New Duluth and Morgan Park
* Take entrance ramp back onto North [-35

% Continue on |-35 North (it becomes London Road which turns into North Highway 61)
ﬁ Continue North on Highway 61 to Grand Marais
