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* Start North on |-35 1\ b B |
* Take Highway 33 exit towards Cloquet (Exit #237) ' ".TOGRAND; 8.
* Highway 33 turns into North Hwy. 53 2 S MARAIS &
ﬁ Travel 43 miles on Highway 53 (through Cotton, MN) -
ﬁ Go right on County Road 16

* 36 miles down County Road 16 the road turns into Forest Highway 11
(Also a Superior National Forest Scenic Byway)

% Continue on Forest Highway 11 for 24 miles
* Forest Highway 11 turns into County Road 4 (for 5 miles) 0“}2,

County Road 4 drops into Beaver Bay Minnesota
(and ends at Highway 61) 2

* Take Highway 61 North from Beaver Bay 2W'

ﬁ Continue on Highway 61 North to Grand Marais
